The Electoral College is best understood as a process for selecting the president of the
United States. This system consists of a designated group of electors appointed by each
state, who formally elect the president and vice president after the general election. Each
state is allocated a number of electors based on its total number of senators and
representatives in Congress, resulting in a total of 538 electors. When citizens cast their
votes for president on Election Day, they are actually voting for a slate of electors
pledged to support their chosen candidate.
