1. Which publication is used to promulgate universal laws in the Catholic

Promulgation of universal laws in the Catholic Church is accomplished through the official publication of the Holy
See, Acta Apostolicae Sedis. This is the authoritative public record where papal constitutions, decrees, motu
proprios, and other universal norms are published and thereby take effect. The Code of Canon Law sets out the
norms themselves, but their binding force starts only after promulgation, which for modern universal laws occurs in
the Acta Apostolicae Sedis. The other options aren’t used for this purpose: Liber Pontificalis is a historical
chronicle of popes, and Universa is not the official gazette used for promulgation.

In canon law, the authority to judge canonical matters—potestas iudicialis—is exercised by Church tribunals, not
by individuals or lay bodies. Church tribunals are the official organs created to hear cases, interpret canon law,
and impose canonical penalties when needed. The Pope has supreme authority in law and governance and can
determine which matters go to tribunal or preside in certain high cases, but the day-to-day judicial function is
carried out by these tribunals. A bishop does have jurisdiction within his diocese, but the formal exercise of judicial
power rests with the tribunal system that handles judicial proceedings. A parish council is a lay body focused on
governance and pastoral matters and does not possess judicial authority.

In canon law, canonical provision of ecclesiastical offices occurs through three recognized methods. First, free
conferral, where the Holy See grants the office directly to a suitable candidate without requiring any election or
nomination. This is used when a direct papal decision is appropriate or necessary. Second, election, in which a
competent body—such as a cathedral chapter or other electing body—chooses a candidate and the Holy See
then approves or confirms the provision. This reflects an established, communal decision-making process. Third,
postulation, where the competent ecclesiastical body formally presents candidates to the Holy See; from those
presented, the Holy See appoints one to the office. Other terms like appointment and coronation describe related
outcomes or ceremonies rather than distinct methods of provision, and confirmation is the act of approving an
election or appointment rather than a separate mode of provision.

Secular institutes are forms of consecrated life in which members live in the world rather than in a religious
community, yet profess the evangelical counsels and work to sanctify the world from within society. They are not
cloistered in monasteries; instead, members continue ordinary life—work, family, and social roles—while
committing publicly to poverty, chastity, and obedience through their institute's rule. They are not lay associations
with no vows, since their distinctive feature is the consecrated state with vows, even though lived outside a
traditional monastery. Therefore, the statement that members live in the world and profess the evangelical
counsels is the correct one.

The key idea is that the College of Consultors is a small body of diocesan priests chosen to advise the bishop and
to act in certain governance matters, including procedures during vacancy of the see. Canon law fixes the size of
this college, not too small and not too large, to ensure representative input while keeping deliberations practical.
The prescribed range is six to twelve priests, all of them to be from the diocese and elected by the presbyteral
council. This range balances adequate coverage of the presbyterate with the ability to reach decisions efficiently.
That’'s why the six-to-twelve option is the best fit. The other numbers fall outside the canonical limits, either being
too few or too many for the body as conceived by the Code.

The key idea is the scope of canon law. Universal law is the set of norms that bind the entire Church worldwide,
issued by the competent ecclesiastical authority for all the faithful. In other words, these rules are meant to apply
everywhere, across dioceses and rites, not just in one place or community. That's why it's described as universal.
Divine law refers to God’s eternal moral requirements, which ground obligation but aren’t a legislative act of the
Church’s governing body; human law refers to statutes created by Church authorities, which can be universal or
particular but aren’t defined by geographic scope alone. Particular law, by contrast, governs a specific diocese or
group, not the whole Church. So the term that best describes law applying to the entire Church is universal.

Institutes of consecrated life are religious communities where men and women publicly profess the evangelical
counsels—poverty, chastity, and obedience—and dedicate their lives wholly to God and the service of the Church.
That public profession of vows, lived within a defined form of life under a rule and a superior, is the defining mark.
This distinguishes them from other ways of living a consecrated life. Secular expressions of consecration exist for
those who live in the world (lay or clerical) without a communal vow, and societies of apostolic life live in
community without taking formal vows. And living in a monastery or cloister is not required—many institutes are
active in the world and perform works of ministry and service rather than being strictly contemplative. Institutes
can be established within local diocesan structures or under papal authority, depending on their particular
jurisdiction. The essential idea is the visible, public commitment to the evangelical counsels and a life devoted to
God in a recognized form of religious life.

Ordinary governance is authority that inherently belongs to holding a particular office. The power to govern is
attached to the office itself, so the person who occupies that office governs by virtue of that office and acts in their
own name. This distinguishes ordinary governance from power that is granted by someone else (delegated
authority) or from acting on behalf of another (vicarious or representative authority). While governance is often
exercised in the holder’s own name, what makes it ordinary is that the source of the power is the office itself, not a
separate grant or delegation.

Canon law is organized around the Church’s threefold mission: sanctifying, teaching, and governing. One of the
volumes is specifically devoted to the sanctifying function, covering how the Church sanctifies the faithful through
the sacraments, liturgy, and related pastoral actions. This makes it the volume that directly addresses how
sanctification is ordered and regulated within the Church. The other volumes handle different aspects: general
norms govern overarching principles and interpretation, the teaching function covers doctrine and catechesis, and
temporal goods deals with the Church’s property and finances. So the volume focused on sanctifying matters is
the one that bears that title and scope.

Territorial law governs people within a defined geographic area, such as a diocese or specific territory, and it binds
everyone present there regardless of where they come from or their status. This means rules and norms set for
that territory apply to all who are in it, and they enforce the local discipline whether you’re a local layperson or a
visitor. The distinction matters because there are other forms of canon law: personal law would follow a person no
matter where they go, universal law applies everywhere in the Church, and territorial law does not limit its reach to
clerics alone. So the best description is that it applies to people in a specific place.
