Monitoring the client for adverse reactions is a critical response to a medication error
because it ensures the safety and well-being of the patient after an incident has occurred.

In contrast, the other
behaviors suggested in the incorrect responses would not effectively address the
situation. Developing and collecting irrelevant strategies would divert focus from
immediate patient safety needs. Ignoring the incident does not mitigate risk or
contribute to learning, which is essential for prevention and improvement in medication
safety. Simply informing the client of the error without monitoring them does not offer
any assurance of their safety and could lead to further complicating the situation if
adverse reactions occur.

Therefore, the most comprehensive and supportive
approach involves acknowledgment of the discomfort combined with distraction
techniques.
