1. Factory-loaded ammunition is defined as being produced
by which of the following?

Factory-loaded ammunition comes from a professional manufacturer working in a
factory, using standardized processes and quality control. This results in consistent
dimensions, precise powder charges, and reliable performance across batches, with
traceability and safety standards in place. Hand-loaded and homemade ammo are
prepared by individuals, often with more variability and less formal quality assurance.
Reconditioned ammo is used or refurbished rounds that may have different specs. So,
ammunition produced by a reputable manufacturer best fits the idea of factory-loaded.

2. In a standard 2 3/4-inch buckshot shell, how many pellets
are typically contained in the shell?

The amount of pellets in a buckshot shell is chosen to balance how wide the shot spreads
with how much recoil and penetration you get. For a common 12-gauge, 2 3/4-inch
buckshot load using 00 buck, nine pellets is the standard payload. This gives a practical
pattern density at typical defensive ranges—enough pellets to increase the chance of
hitting a target without making the recoil overwhelming or needing a more expensive,
heavier load. Other counts exist for different shot sizes or shell designs, but nine pellets
in this size and type of shell is the typical, most familiar configuration.

Birdshot is shotgun ammunition loaded with many tiny pellets. When fired, these pellets
spread quickly into a wide pattern, which makes it easier to hit small, fast-moving targets
like birds at close range. The small size of the pellets is ideal for bird hunting and for
practice because it provides a forgiving shot pattern and lower recoil, while not being
effective for large game or targets requiring deep penetration. The other described
options refer to different ammunition types—single heavy slugs, larger pellets used for

bigger game or defense, and armor-piercing rounds—so they don’t fit the typical purpose
of birdshot.

Factory-loaded rounds are produced under
controlled processes with quality assurance, tested for pressure and reliability, and kept
to strict specifications across lots. This gives predictable functioning in your firearm and
reduces the risk of failures or dangerous overpressure. Hand-loaded or reloads can be
safe when done by skilled enthusiasts, but they introduce more variables—components
that may not match perfectly, inconsistent charges, or improper seating—that can lead to
unreliable performance or dangerous conditions. Recycled or poorly prepared reloaded
components can further increase risk. For peace of mind and safety, using factory-loaded
ammunition from a reputable manufacturer is the best choice.

Single-action operation means the trigger’s job is only to release a hammer or striker
that is already cocked. You must manually cock the hammer before you can fire; pulling
the trigger on a single-action firearm does not cock the hammer, it simply releases it to
strike the primer. This is why a gun in single-action is typically cocked first—by pulling
back the hammer on a traditional revolver or by cycling the action on a
semi-automatic—to prepare for firing. The other ideas don’t fit because they describe
different behaviors. In double-action, the trigger both cocks and releases the hammer in
one motion, so the hammer doesn’t need to be cocked beforehand. Saying it fires only
double action ignores that a single-action option can fire after the hammer is cocked.
And accuracy isn’t determined by the action type alone; many factors influence shot
precision, and single-action can offer a lighter, crisper trigger that some shooters prefer
for accuracy.

A malfunction is any condition that prevents the firearm from operating normally. It
means the gun won’t cycle, fire, or function as it should due to dirt, damage, worn parts,
or ammo problems. This description precisely captures what a malfunction means in
practice. By contrast, a safety feature that prevents firing is intentional and not a fault in
operation; routine cleaning is maintenance, not a fault; and while a jam might sometimes
clear itself, it still constitutes a malfunction because it disrupts normal function.

Trigger control is the ability to apply smooth, consistent pressure on the trigger so the
shot breaks without moving the sights off target. The aim is a steady, deliberate press
that lets the firearm stay aligned with the sights, producing a clean, accurate shot. This
is why the best statement describes applying even pressure without disturbing the sight
picture—anything that jerks, holds, or pulls the sights away will throw off accuracy.
Rapidly squeezing can cause a surprise recoil and shift the aim; holding the trigger to
the rear until reset changes how the trigger engages rather than focusing on a smooth
break; and pulling the trigger while moving the sights obviously disrupts alignment and
stability.

8. In a deadly force encounter, if you have access to a
secondary weapon, which pair of actions is recommended?

The key idea is to maximize safety by creating distance and putting a solid barrier
between you and the threat. If you have a secondary weapon, you can still disengage and
use it to buy time, but the best course is to retreat and move to cover. Retreating
increases the space between you and the danger, while moving to cover places a barrier
in the threat’s line of fire, reducing the chance you’ll be struck. This approach prioritizes
safety and the possibility to escape or reassess. Standing your ground and continuing to
fire keeps you exposed and can escalate harm; surrendering and waiting leaves you
vulnerable with no control; retreating and standing behind cover is better, but actively
moving to better cover provides the strongest protection.

Deadly force means using force that is likely to cause death or serious injury. The correct
option matches this exactly by stating death or great bodily harm. The other choices
don'’t fit because they describe outcomes that don’t reach that level of harm: minor
injuries and non-lethal injuries aren’t at the deadly level, and property damage only
involves harm to property with no bodily injury. Including both death and great bodily
harm covers the full threshold described for deadly force.
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10. What is the purpose of the Cylinder release latch on a
revolver?

A. Disengages the hammer from the frame
B. Disengages the barrel from the frame

The main idea here is that the cylinder release latch is what frees the cylinder from the
frame so you can access it. When you press the latch, it releases the locking arrangement
that holds the cylinder in place, allowing the cylinder to swing out on its crane for
loading and unloading. This is what makes the chambers accessible for inserting or
removing cartridges, then the cylinder is closed and locked back in place by the same
mechanism. The latch doesn’t affect the hammer, barrel, or trigger—their operations are

separate. Those parts stay attached to the frame, while the cylinder’s ability to pivot is
what the latch controls.
