Pouring liquids into a syringe also allows for precise measurements, but this
method is typically reserved for smaller dosages or when administering medications
directly to the patient. Pouring at waist level can create a parallax error, leading to
inaccurate dosing, which reinforces the need for the eye-level technique for optimal
precision.
