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1. How should generators be positioned to avoid ignition or
contamination hazards?

Positioning generators upwind is crucial for preventing ignition or contamination
hazards. Generators emit exhaust that contains harmful gases, including carbon
monoxide. By placing them upwind, you ensure that these gases are dispersed away from
people and any potential ignition sources, thereby minimizing the risk of inhalation or
fire hazards.  In addition, being upwind helps reduce the chance that any flammable
materials or vapors in the environment will be drawn towards the generator's exhaust,
which can help prevent ignition.

them near a water source could present additional contamination risks. Thus, positioning
generators upwind is a vital safety measure in fire service operations and general
generator usage.
