1. Which statement best describes the relationship among
audit risk, materiality, and detection risk?

In auditing, the important idea is how risk, thresholds, and evidence work together. Audit
risk is the chance that the auditor issues an incorrect opinion about the financial
statements due to a material misstatement not being detected. Materiality sets the
thresholds for what counts as a material misstatement—essentially guiding what the
auditor considers important enough to matter. Detection risk is the risk that the audit
procedures fail to detect a material misstatement; it is inversely related to the extent and
quality of evidence gathered—the more thorough the evidence, the lower the detection
risk. The statement that best fits this interplay says: audit risk is the risk of a material
misstatement not detected; materiality establishes thresholds; and detection risk moves
inversely with the amount and quality of evidence. This captures the idea that you
manage overall audit risk by adjusting how much and how well you test. If you lower
materiality (tighter thresholds), you need more evidence to keep detection risk low and
maintain the desired audit risk. If materiality is higher, you can accept more detection
risk with less testing, still aiming for the target level of audit risk.

In the Classical period, the symphony became the flagship form of large-scale orchestral
music. Composers like Haydn, Mozart, and the early Beethoven expanded and
standardized it into a four-movement structure—typically fast, slow, a dance-like minuet
or scherzo, then fast again—with the first movement usually driven by sonata form. This
setup gave composers a clear framework for presenting and developing musical ideas,
while orchestral color and balance became steadily refined. Public concerts and rising
audience demand helped push the symphony to the center of musical life, making it the
most visible and influential vehicle for expression in orchestral repertoire. For these
reasons, saying that the symphony was one of the most important forms of music in the
Classical period is accurate.

Con brio means performing with energy and vigor. Here, “con” means with, and “brio”
conveys vigor, spirit, and lively character. Together they instruct you to play in a bright,
energetic, forward-driving manner. The other terms describe either a specific technique
(col legno, playing with the wood of the bow) or a type of musical line (countermelody) or

simply the word “with” needing a descriptor, so they don’t communicate the intended
energetic style.

A solid cybersecurity baseline for a medium-sized organization is a broad, multi-layered
set of controls that covers who can access systems, how identities are verified, what those
identities can do, and how the organization detects, responds to, and recovers from
incidents. This set includes access control, authentication, and authorization to ensure
only the right people gain appropriate access; ongoing monitoring to spot unusual or
unauthorized activity; backup and recovery to maintain resilience in case of data loss;
vulnerability management to keep systems patched against known weaknesses; and
incident response to define how to contain and recover from breaches. This combination
is effective because it spans people, processes, and technology, creating defense in
depth. If you rely on encryption alone, for example, you still need to control who can
reach data, verify identities, monitor systems, and recover if something goes wrong. If
you lean on physical security alone, digital threats can bypass it through networks and
devices. Limiting protection to just a firewall and antivirus misses critical areas like
identity management, patching, data resilience, and formal incident handling.

Recognizing impairment losses on non-financial assets is about making the asset’s
recorded value match its actual future benefit. When an asset’s recoverable amount—the
higher of its fair value less costs to dispose and its value in use—falls below its carrying
amount, an impairment loss reduces the carrying amount to that recoverable amount.
This adjustment is important because it directly affects how depreciation is calculated
going forward: depreciation now uses the revised (lower) base, reflecting the asset’s
diminished expected usefulness and future economic benefits. In short, the main
purpose is to prevent overstating the asset on the balance sheet and to align future
expense (depreciation) with the asset’s reduced capacity to generate value. The other
options don’t fit: impairment does not aim to boost profits, hide losses, or primarily defer
taxes.

Counterpoint centers on combining two or more melodies that move independently yet
interlock to form a cohesive musical fabric. The best choice captures this idea: there are
multiple independent melodic lines, each with its own contour and rhythmic flavor,
whose interaction creates harmony. If you described a single line with accompaniment,
that would be homophony—one main melody with supporting chords—rather than
counterpoint. A rhythm pattern focuses on recurring rhythms rather than independent
melodic voices, and a key signature deals with pitch organization at the tonal level, not
texture. In practice, counterpoint emphasizes distinct voices that retain individuality
while fitting together harmonically, as heard in Bach’s fugues where each voice enters
and develops its own line within the overall structure.

The study of sound is acoustics. Acoustics deals with how sound is produced, how it
travels through air or other materials, and how we hear and interpret it. In music, this
field explains why instruments sound different, how room shape and materials affect
sound, and how vibrations become audible waves. Because acoustics names the scientific
study of sound itself, it’s the best fit for this question. By contrast, tempo is about the
speed of the music, accent is about emphasizing a particular note, and accompaniment is
the musical background that supports a solo line.

Using external data in a CFE case requires handling privacy, ensuring data quality,
evaluating the source’s trustworthiness, and guarding against bias. Privacy matters
because third-party data may involve personal information or data that can be
re-identified; you need to understand consent, data-sharing terms, and how data is
stored, processed, and protected. You must assess accuracy and reliability by examining
how the data was collected, how current it is, how it’s been cleaned, and whether there’s
documentation or validation against known benchmarks. Bias can creep in through
sampling methods, coverage gaps, or incentives that shape what the data includes or
excludes, so it’s important to review the provider’'s methodology and limitations. Due
diligence means vetting the data source, reviewing licenses and terms of use, and
understanding governance practices around data quality and security, then keeping
records of what was assessed. Transparency is essential, so disclose data sources to
stakeholders to enable reproducibility and to explain any uncertainties or limitations tied
to third-party data.

Baroque music hinges on the continuo, the harmonic foundation typically realized by a
keyboard instrument. The harpsichord fits this role perfectly: its plucked strings provide
a bright, articulate accompaniment that supports the bass line and the intricate textures
of Baroque harmony. Pianos weren’t yet common in the Baroque era; they appeared later
and only gradually became widespread. Violin and flute were important and widely used,
but the harpsichord is the instrument most emblematic of Baroque practice for continuo
and keyboard music.

Tying
incentives to long-term value with non-financial metrics and disclosing the criteria best
achieves this. Long-term value focus keeps rewards connected to enduring performance
rather than short-lived gains, while non-financial measures—like customer satisfaction,
quality, safety, and employee engagement—provide a fuller picture of value and help
prevent gamesmanship that only boosts short-term numbers. When the criteria are
disclosed, boards and stakeholders can assess whether the metrics truly reflect strategic
goals and whether targets are fair and appropriate, which strengthens accountability and
enables effective governance oversight. Keeping criteria confidential and changeable at
will undermines trust and makes it hard to verify alignment with strategy or hold anyone
accountable. Focusing rewards on personal metrics without oversight shifts attention to
individuals in isolation and weakens governance. Not documenting incentive criteria
removes the audit trail and makes it difficult to determine what was intended or how
rewards were calculated.
