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1. The girl finds the computer game _____ boring.

The correct choice indicates that the girl finds the computer game excessively dull. The
word "it" is used here to refer back to the computer game, which makes the sentence
grammatically coherent.   In English, we typically use "find" followed by an adjective to
describe our opinions or feelings about something. In this case, the structure "finds the
computer game it boring" is syntactically incorrect, as "it" does not function naturally in
this context. Instead, the adjective that follows "finds" should directly describe the game.
The other options present alternatives to accentuate the level of boredom. However, they
do not fit grammatically in this phrase structure. Words like "too," "so," and "very," all
modify the adjective but do not stand alone as subjects in this context. Therefore, while
"it" attempts to serve as a subject, it actually disrupts the flow of the sentence, making it
unsuitable as a correct response.   In summary, the choice should not be "it" because it
does not conform to standard English grammar rules for expressing opinions about a
noun through an adjective. Understanding how sentence structure operates is crucial to
choosing appropriate responses.

When
something is described as uninteresting, it implies that it does not engage or stimulate
the audience, which aligns with the feeling of boredom.  In contrast, the other words like
'fascinating,' 'engaging,' and 'captivating' all suggest a sense of interest and excitement,
which is the opposite of what 'boring' means. These options would not be appropriate
synonyms since they imply the presence of intrigue and stimulation rather than a lack of
it. Thus, 'uninteresting' is the most fitting choice as a synonym for 'boring.'

Selecting "the exercise" emphasizes a personal journey that prioritizes well-being and
fitness, which aligns with a mindset that values the act rather than the accolades.

This assertion
points to a pressing issue within the healthcare infrastructure of the area, indicating
potential impacts on community health and access to medical services.   The other
choices might touch on relevant themes surrounding local hospitals, such as their
conditions and economic aspects, but they do not capture the specific claim about
closures that the man is highlighting.

This usage implies a general curiosity about her recent actions or
happenings, which fits well in informal dialogue.  The other options, while related to
activities, carry more specific meanings. "Doing" indicates action, "working on" suggests
a focused task or project, and "thinking about" involves considerations or plans. These
phrases don't capture the broader sense of inquiry that "up to" encompasses, making it
the most fitting choice in this context.
