To determine how much you will need in the future to maintain the same lifestyle, you
must account for inflation, which affects the purchasing power of money over time. The
average annual inflation rate of 3.5% indicates that prices will rise, and thus, the same
amount of money will buy fewer goods and services in the future than it does today.  To
find the future value needed to cover an expense of $60,000 today after 25 years of
