Passenger requests for an evacuation do not inherently
warrant one either, as the decision must be based on safety concerns rather than
individual preferences. Moreover, while evacuations may occur under any emergency
condition, it is ultimately the critical nature of the emergency that empowers a crew
member's authority to initiate an evacuation without the STO's directive.
